tickets on the kitchen counter, arriving on time, and the general excitement of the event are all running through 
your head.  
 
On our end, though, there are countless responsibilities and tasks being executed behind the scenes, all of 
which are essential to ensure that an event is a success. One of our primary concerns is the safety of the public 
and of the staff who work each event that takes place in our facility. When security is a top priority and function-
ing at the highest level, the experience is one of enhanced enjoyment and safety for everyone.  
 
While weôve always made safety a top priority, we felt that there were additional steps we could take to bring 
our security measures to the next level.  This goal has been a long time in the works, and we are tremendously 
excited to finally see it being completed this summer.  
 
The undertaking includes sixty-plus cameras installed throughout the Civic Center, including the outside of our 
building and the parking lot. There will be cameras installed near entrances, food and alcohol vending areas, 
and hallways. The IP network cameras will have High Definition and megapixel resolution capabilities, as well 
as substantial storage capacity. Our building will also be transitioning to a keyless access system which elimi-
nates the need for physical keys. This reduces the risk of a key falling into the wrong hands and will provide a 
record of exactly who has entered the facility.  
 
So what does all of this mean to the public attending concerts, comedy shows, and hockey games?   
 
It means a little more peace of mind while you are enjoying whatever event brings you in to the facility. The 
heightened security measures being implemented give our facility increased credibility and professionalism, 
and we are excited to see the positive results from their presence.  
 
So feel free to sit back, enjoy the show, and let us take care of the rest.  
 

COMMUNITY RESOURCES 

GIS Division wins award!  
 
ESRI, an industry leader in geographic information system (GIS) technology, annually awards those organiza-
tions that use GIS to improve our world. The Cityôs GIS Division received the Special Achievement in GIS (SAG) 
Award for 2010 for progressive use of software advancements. The GIS Division was one of 150 organizations 
selected from more than 300,000 worldwide. 
 
The GIS Division was involved in several software advancements in the past year.  After researching several 
internet mapping applications, the Division moved to a new web interface for the RapidMap site.  This service is 
able to publish dynamic maps with linked data that is easily accessible to all staff as well as the general public.  
Continuing to grow with technology, Division personnel are now working with a new piece of internet mapping 
software to increase and simplify accessibility to GIS services.  Focused web applications have been created for 
City and County Departments, including the recently deployed DFIRM Review web site.

At the beginning of 2010, the GIS Division was given the task of leading the City and County in the innovative use 
of the GIS.  Examples of results include creating 3-dimensional views of tax data to allow the assessors to easily 
find divergent assessments, and a 3-dimensional map of the mountain bike trails on M-Hill to promote use of the 
facility and provide an easy visualization of the extensive trails.  Another project involved the first ever mapping of 
Rapid City code violations, which has enabled managers to better distribute workloads by adjusting the code offi-
cersô boundaries.  Several other projects have been started or planned to further the Divisionôs goal.   
 
The Division is continuing to serve the staff and public in launching a pilot project to investigate increasing the 
accuracy of the tax parcel maps.  It has also been tasked to work with the Growth Management Department to 
create and publish a digital zoning map for the RapidMap web site.
