Permits will expire if construction is not commenced within 1
year of the permit being approved

The City may revoke or suspend a permit if a permit holder
violates a condition of the permit, is found to have obtained a
permit by misrepresentation or by failing to disclose relevant
facts of which the applicant knew, or should have known, In
either the application or erosion control plan,

The City may also suspend or revoke a permit due to a
change in conditions which requires a temporary or
permanent change in the activity.
